There are currently 281 undergraduate named scholarships that have been established at RPI. What is the minimum amount of money that we will need to get started?

The Class of 1973 Scholarship reached its minimum endowed level of $50,000 in May 2013. As of June 2023, Market Value of the fund was $101,200.  Awards are made annually to students based on financial need. The Office of Financial Aid will coordinate the award process. The Class welcomes additional gifts to the fund as they will further increase the award made to the student, and therefore increase the benefit to the student.  Our 50th Reunion is a great time to  make this scholarship bigger and better.
